Users’ basic guide to access control

Carry out a comprehensive risk assessment of your premises and decide upon the level of
safety & security you require before planning your Access Control system. Take into account
any legislative and / or special features required. This process should be continuously reviewed
throughout the design and implementation stages and the life of the system.

Risk assessment/review

Consult with other stakeholders regarding the operational requirements of the system such as
Insurers, operational staff, landlords and Human Resources. Consider whether the Access
Control system can be integrated with other systems to increase security, safety, efficiencies
and consider environmental impacts.

Operational requirements
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Examine the layout of your system and your entry and exit procedures. Do they allow legitimate

Ease of access users to enter/exit without undue effort and delay? Consider access needs of disabled persons.

The design of the system should take into account the different access & security
System design requirements for different areas of the business. An agreed system design proposal should be
produced by your installer.

Installation and The system should be installed and commissioned to current industry standards to ensure it
commissioning meets the system design.

The integrity of the Access Control system must be preserved. Are you fully conversant with
System management the correct system management and administration procedures (e.g. regular back up of data,
deletion of past users, exception reporting)?

Are your employees fully aware of the role of the Access Control system? Your installer should

Trammg provide adequate user and administrator training.

Expansion and Consideration should be made to the scaleability of the system to meet any future security and
scaleability safety needs of the business.

Are you, your company and the system compliant with current legislation, e.g.
Compliance The Disability Discrimination Act (2005)  The Data Protection Act (1998)
The Human Rights Act (1998) The regulatory reform fire safety order (2005)

Your installer should supply all relevant system documentation, e.g. log books and service
System maintenance schedules. Are you aware of the actions required on system breakdown? Do you have a
satisfactory system maintenance agreement/contract?
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
